Candidates of 14 years may attend an Assistant Club Coach course; complete the mentored hours and examination. HOWEVER the results for the Assistant Club Coach examination will be issued by BG but only valid from the candidates 15th birthday.
All course fees include tuition, facility hire, resource packs, technical handouts, coaching logbooks, examination and registration fees (where applicable). Within the North West we are currently able to access Local Skills Council funding from Blackburn College for 16-19 years & over 19 years thus the fees for these age-groups are lower than those for Under 16 years. The funding from LSC is only returned to the region once the candidate has completed the course and mentored hours so it is imperative that all candidates complete the 39 hours for ACC (16 hours course work + 10 mentored hours). This funding allows the North West to offer these courses in the region with reduced fees.
